Illegal Immigrations are good for U.S. in many different ways. They are capable of improving our economy system and add taxes to support to build roads and schools. These are how much they can do and we should not be considering them as terrorists or suspects that they open up any path way for any terrorists either. Therefore, there are good influences and benefits that we can get from illegal immigrations.

Illegal workers are needed to do low-skilled jobs and labors because it is good for United State’s economy. United State’s economy is growing faster and larger because of the illegal immigrants. They are working and laboring for the economy. In Andrew Sum’s words, “Without the immigrants, we would have a decline in labor force of 3 to 4 percent. We couldn’t have grown nearly as much as we did in the ‘90s if we didn’t have immigrants. And in the last few years our growth would have been slower.” The Immigrants had been improving our economic system. Their impacts increase our labor force by 3 to 4 percent. Those low-skilled jobs are taken while the Americans can take higher skilled jobs.

As some economists argue that we, as U.S. consumers, benefit from priceless products since most immigrants are paid with low wages. Sum also said that “If [he is] a builder and [he] can hire more wallboard guys cheaply, [his] (ability to use) skilled carpenters goes up.” As a result of the labor that the illegal workers did for us, the chances for higher skilled level works are created. The workers who are generally native born are able to take jobs that are higher-skilled and higher-paid.

Cutting off immigration might be the biggest hit to influence Home Market. An estimate of the house constructions in the National Association of Home Builders is about 25 to 30 percent. “You take 30 percent of the labor out of any sector and you’re going to have serious impact,” said Jerry Howard, CEO of the National Association of Home Builders. “The costs would go up and it would suppress demand to some extent because of the higher costs.” The 30 percent workers are very important to home building, without them the company will have to pay higher prices for those who are born in the nation natively or even higher. These jobs like stone masonry would be difficult replace

Home sales are aided by immigrant workers’ labor. There is no difference whether they are buying the homes or not. Without these foreign-born labors, the business of home sales would fall apart. For example, like Howard describes, “The four cornerstones driving demand for building has been boomers buying second homes, (children of baby boomers) coming into the market, people using equity to renovate existing homes and immigration. You take away any one of those cornerstones, it’s going to affect the market for all home sales.” 

The American workers would still take the same jobs as they had now while the illegal workers are not present. With better wages paid to the American workers compare to the illegal workers, American workers wouldn’t take the same job as the illegal workers took. Basically, the illegal immigrants took jobs that American workers wouldn’t take. If higher the wages for the illegal workers, many company or American homes wouldn’t afford enough to pay them. “The average wage of the low-income American would be higher. But some of those jobs wouldn’t get done at all and output would be lower,” said David Wyss, chief economist for Standard & Poor’s.

Illegal workers are needed to raise the amount of the workers. Such as those who can work in the fields. By just hiring Americans isn’t enough to harvest all the crops. But, if hiring more American workers, it would cost much more. As Benjamin Powell quoted, “To hire Americans to do it, they would have had to raise wages so far, it wouldn’t have been worth it for them. It caused less of a loss to leave the crop to rot.”

Illegal immigrants should paying taxes since they’ve drained many of United State’s free services. These services are nation’s hospitals, schools and welfare programs—consuming services that they don’t pay for. Because of this reason, the illegal immigrants are disqualified from government programs such as food stamps, housing assistance, and Medicaid-and Medicare-funded hospitalization in order do save more money for other purposes. Emergency medical care and K-12 education are the only services that are free.


The taxes the illegals paid are contributed to build public facilities like roads that they use. The property taxes are also paid through the rent which they contribute toward the schooling of their children. In short, the taxes they contributed help build public roads and schools. On the other hand, many illegal migrants are broke and unemployed. They strain on the border of the communities. The taxes that federal government collected from the illegal immigrants are used to pay and help these illegal migrants.

Illegal immigrants aren’t responsible for terrorism. Although the issues of immigrations and terrorism are not related at all, the U.S. government mixes the two and makes a lack of connection between these two. For example, comparing a terrorist organization like Al Qaeda to pollero organization the smuggling gangs, terrorist organization is well organized while the smuggling gangs serve volume illegal immigration for all intents and purposes.
