Executive Branch
The executive branch was written in Article II. Its main job is to carry out the laws. Our president, the Chief Executive George W. Bush was the leader of the executive branch. As a president, he can only serve four year. Back then, the president was elected by group of electors, vote by majority of the “electoral vote”. The president had to promises to “defend the Constitution”. He had to be natural-born American citizen and at least 35 years old. The executive branch can check the legislative branch by veto the bill. And how it checks the judicial branch is to appoint judges.

Legislative Branch

There are two houses in the legislative branch. Everything about it is written in Article I. Make laws is the main job of this branch. The leader of the House of Representatives is Nancy Pelosi, the speaker of the House. She serves 6-tear terms which she had to day-to-day opinions of voters. This representation in the House is based on population. It considers being the “lower house”. The speaker of the House had to be at least 25 years old and citizen for 7 years. And also, she elected by popular vote by the people of course. The leader of Senate is Robert Byrd with the title President Pro Tempore of the Senate. He serves 2-year terms and he faces the voters much more often. There will be 2 senators per state. The Senate considered the “upper house” which he had to be citizen for 9 years and at least 30 years old and wiser for sure. The President Pro Tempore of the Senate was chosen by the state legislatures. Although there are two parts of the branch, both used the same way to check other branches. The legislative branch check executive by override vetoes by two-third vote in both house. It can check Judicial by reject treaties that are unconstitutional which approve these appointments.

Judicial Branch

Written in Article III, is about the judicial branch. What it does for the main job is to interpret the law. The Chief Justice of the Supreme Court is John Robert who is the leader of the judicial branch. There are two steps to reach the Supreme Court.  First stop is the district courts, the people can ask for higher court to review the case, the appellate courts. To asking for higher court is appellate court’s decision. The final decision will be decided by the 9 federal judges. It goes straits to the Supreme Court only when it involved with a state of outside the country. The judicial can check the legislative branch by nominate Supreme Court justices. To approve appointments of Supreme Court justices is the way to check executive branch.
