I have no trouble speaking to staffs or students. I got A’s in all my classes with very few B’s. I passed most MMA in the middle school. I even asked AVID teachers to help me out, to get out of ELD shelter classes. I have several reasons that I don’t want to stay in shelter classes. 

First, it affects me of going to college. College required 4 years of regular English classes and that’s what I needed. My purpose is to get to college in the future. It’s my goal for these years. So I really need to be in the mainstream class. If I am staying in shelter, my improvement on English will be slower, which the teacher there would only give little advice to the student in shelter and the home work would be the same with the regular classes.
Also, it’ll be better to learn with mainstream class students, to me. Besides, both of my sisters enter mainstream in the elementary school 3 years ago. We came to US at the same time, which means it’s actually better to be in the mainstream. In the passing years, I already spent most of my time prepare for mainstream classes and high school. It would be no problem when I enter the mainstream classes.
