Magna Carta

Magana Carta said that no one is above the law, not even the king; in1215, King John is forced to sign the Magna Carta. Our Founding Father wrote the constitution with the understanding that no should be above the law, not even the president. Everyone has to follow the law and that’s why they put safe guards into Constitution.

English Bill of Rights

While the constitution was written, it included the idea of the rights to the people based on the English Bill of Rights. These rights of the people were set up in the Magna Carta already.

House of Burgesses

House of Burgesses was the first legislative branch in 1649 in America; the House of Representative in Virginia colony. Our Constitution used the idea of two house of Legislative branch. The House of Burgesses has two houses for states-Assembly and senate.
Mayflower Compact

The Mayflower Compact was signed on November21, 1620. The document was the rights that the Pilgrims can govern themselves in the New World which they can practice their own religion freely. And this was what they’re seeking for. This idea was written down, in the Constitution, the idea of freedom of religion.
State Constitutions

State Constitutions are the governing documents that they can govern themselves separately and they all had basic concepts in common. It led the Constitution to have the idea of letting states all have some power which the idea is fair. The Constitution did not mention the power of the states but the National government.

Montesquieu
Montesquieu was a French social commentator and political thinker who lived during Enlightenment. He had the theory of a separate power of government. We used this theory to build our government in the Constitution. The idea separated the power of three branches government that we had.

John Locke
John Locke was as important as a social contract theorist from England as an enlightenment thinker. He said that it is government’s responsible for the natural rights of life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness. And the people have rights to rebel. Our Founding Father though about the idea and wrote the Constitution said that all men are created equal and they have natural rights.
